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In the past few months | have been responding to a
growing number of email complaints regarding issues
related to an increase of homeless persons
migrating into the Central District. The complaints
range from persons sleeping on sidewalks to persons
displaying strange, erratic and sometimes criminal
behavior.

Many of the complaints include comments expressing
frustration and anger that the police are not
responsive and fail to take any action. Even worse,
people share that they don't feel safe in their own
neighborhoods. | have dedicated a number of
resources, Homeless Outreach, Foot beat, Housing,
Plainclothes and school resource officers, in addition
to my daily patrol officers to address the crime and
quality of life concerns in North Beach and
throughout the Central District.

The direction | give my officers is to enforce the laws
and take appropriate action if there has been a
crime committed. If a crime has not been committed
or the crime is an offense where the subject(s) is not
going to jail, officers are instructed to assess the
individual(s) behavior to determine an appropriate
course of action (ex; medical treatment, mental
health hold, sobering center, shelter) with the goal
of getting that person(s) off the street and into the
appropriate services that are going to help them
and bring relief to the neighborhood.

Many times the person(s) we are dealing with will not
accept service help from us and we have to
continually reengage with them. When this occurs, |
have to rely on our Healthy Streets Operations
Center (or other city partners through the HSOC )

to send me the support services (Dept. of Homeless, Dept. of Public Health, Dept. of Public Works,
SFFD) to assist. We cannot force anyone to accept these services and have to be cognizant of not
violating anyone’s constitutional rights.

We want you to know that we closely follow your concerns and want to work with community
stakeholders and partner agencies to effectively and compassionately address homelessness in your
neighborhoods. We have pledged to provide safety with respect for all community members and to
help connect the homeless with services that may improve their quality of life, which in turn improves
the quality of life in your neighborhoods.

Please continue to report criminal behavior and /or public safety matters to 415-553-0123 for non-
emergency and 9-1-1 for emergencies. Please report issues related to the homeless by using 3-1-1
or email to healthystreets@sfgov.org.

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Definition of Suspicious Activity

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related incident
has been committed, or about to be committed.

+ An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages, or
individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages.

Community policing, or community-oriented policing, is a strategy of policing that focuses
on police building ties and working closely with members of the communities.

» Homeless Outreach and OQutreach to Drug Users: Central Station officers coordinate with city
agencies to provide outreach and assistance to rehabilitate those who are dependent on
illegal drugs and outreach to homeless individuals to connect them with resources and
support.

* Foot Patrols: Central Station have beat officers assigned to Union Square, Fisherman’s Wharf,
Chinatown, North Beach and Market/Drumm area.

» Monthly Police Community Relations Meetings: Community Meetings are held continuously.
Officers also attend meetings with merchants groups, business groups, development
authorities and others. Concerns are voiced and addressed through problem solving.

* Email Updates: Central Station sends out newsletter updates to residents in the District that
alerts residents of crime trends, upcoming community events, crime prevention tips, and
information on how to contact officers at the District Station.
