Finding # 35 The SFPD does not have sufficient systems, tools, or resources needed to integrate and develop
the appropriate data required to support a modern, professional police department

Recommendation # 35.4 The SFPD should continue participating in the White House Data Initiative and seek to expand its
data collection and reporting consistent with those recommendations and the goals of the initiative.

Summary

Compliance Measures 1, 2, and 3 have been met. In March 2016, the San Francisco Police Department announced that it
was participating in the White House Police Data Initiative (how Police Data Initiative). The department continues to
participate in the Police Data Initiative and demonstrates its commitment to transparency by posting data via various
links to its webpage. In May 2019, the department described its data reporting strategy and timeline, indicating the
Professional Standards Unit’s Business Analysis Team will be responsible for conducting analysis and review to ensure
the accuracy and sufficiency of the data. Although the data is posted to the webpage, an inquirer would have to search
to find the data listed under Published Reports. While we believe the response to this recommendation can be
considered Complete, the team in Phase Il will conduct followup to ensure analysis and improvement is completed by
the end of Q4, 2019, as indicated by the department.
